Rick Sheddy of the Fannin County Water Protection Agency stated an item had been placed on the 
agenda several weeks ago with regard to the North Texas Water District and the lack of a contract 
for water from the proposed reservoir and allocations of the water; the item was requested to be 
tabled at the day it was to be presented due to weather and we may request it be revisited in the 
future; there were several items presented by the District that the Agency took exception to; stating 
any participation by the County would increase taxes to the County, it is our understanding the 
County can participate in all or part of the activities through revenue bonds which do not add taxes 
to the County, the bonds are paid on the revenue stream of the project - that should be investigated. 

Mr. Sheddy stated Judge Carter encouraged the North Texas Water District to contact our group; a 
meeting has been scheduled and it is anticipated this will lead to allocation of water to the County.
